Rules and Regulations

1. Competition
5th International Film Festival zubrOFFka (hereinafter called the Festival) will take place in Bialystok between 2-5 December 2010, at Forum cinema, 5 Legionowa Street. During the Festival the following competitions will take place:
NATIONAL FORMAT:

· Competition STUDENTS – competition for the best student film made in Polish film and art schools

· Competition AMATEURS – competition directed to amateur artists  making their auteur films although they have not graduated from any film school

· Competition INDEPENDENT – competition directed to independent artists, film and art school graduates making their auteur films

INTERNATIONAL FORMAT:
· Competition EASTWARD WINDOW  – the competition for the best independent film from Lithuania, Latvia, Estonia, Belarus, Georgia, Armenia, Russia, Slovakia, etc. – it’s directed to filmmakers from former socialist countries – independent artists, students and amateurs. The very name of the contest refers to charming windows of Podlasie region as well as to the fact that our city uniquely “hangs” between  the East and West.

· Competition WHOLE WIDE WORLD – directed to artists from all over the world – with the exception of  those participating in national and EASTWARD WINDOW  contests – the competition will strive to present other regions of the world through short films made by independent artists, students and amateurs.

2. Organizer
The originator and promoter of the Festival is Bialystok Cultural Centre, registered at 5 Legionowa Street, Bialystok (hereinafter called the Organizer). The person representing the Organizer is Grazyna Dworakowska, the manager of Bialystok Cultural Centre. The persons coordinating the Festival on behalf of the Organizer are Maciej Rant and Krzysztof Sienkiewicz. 
3. Participants

The participants in the competition must be over 15 years old and be involved in making films.
The film sent to the competition cannot be longer than 25 minutes (in special cases the Organizer can qualify films longer than 25 minutes). The film should possess all the qualities which commonly classify it as a short film.
The initial selection will be made be the committee appointed by the Organizer.
The competition entries must be postmarked no later than 30 October, 2010.
The list of films qualified for the Festival will be published on www.zubroffka.bok.bialystok.pl or www.myspace.com/zubroffka 
by 17 November, 2010.
The entry should include:

· a digital copy of the film on a DVD disc in DVD format (which can be played on a regular stationary DVD player),
· the spotting list in English,
· a photo (in jpg format) and the artist’s short bio in a digital form,

· the film shots (at least one still in jpg format) and its short description in a digital form,

· filled in Application Card and a signed copy of Rules and Regulations.
Each participant can submit any number of films. Productions sent without the enclosures will not be qualified. For the competition one cannot submit
films made before the year 2009 nor those submitted for the previous editions of the Festival.
The Organizer provides free of charge accommodation between 2-5 December 2010 (one person from each filmmaking crew) as well as free admission to all the Festival events during the visitor’s stay in Bialystok. 
The Organizer does not cover travel expenses.

4. Copyrights

Each person submitting the film or its maker declares that they are the owner of the film or act on their behalf, with the copyrights’ owner consent and they personally, not the Organizer (mentioned in point 2 of these Rules and Regulations), will be subject to any possible litigations concerning this issue.
The person submitting the film gives their consent to screen their production during the Festival and during other events promoting the Festival arranged by the Organizer.
The person submitting the film gives their consent to use their work in TV programmes covering the Festival.
The person submitting the films declares they will not demand any payment for screening their work during the Festival and post-Festival events promoting the Festival.
5. Films evaluation

Films will be evaluated by the jury appointed by the Organizer.

The Organizer declares that prizes will be available for the best films of the Festival. There is a possibility of additional prizes granted by cultural institutions and the audience.
Non-cash prizes which are not collected during the Festival must be collected no later than 30 December 2010 at the Organizer’s offices.
6. Closing remarks

All the submitted competition entries will remain in the Organizer’s archives.
The Rules and Regulations may be subject to change. All the participants will be informed about the changes in advance.
The enclosure (the Application Card) is the integral part of these Rules and Regulations.
